The development and 
implementation of 
successful SC strategies 
does not only require the 
consideration of new 
technologies, products and 
services, but at the same 
time calls for 
organisational, structural 
and social innovation. Due 
to this complexity, cities 
experience similar 
challenges and obstacles 
when implementing SC 
plans. References and 
guidelines might therefore 
help to speed up urban 
transition and SC 
developments all across 
Europe. Shared challenges 
are key to identify 
common elements and to 
elaborate applicable 
solutions, translated into 
practical instruments.
